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Maritime Provinces 7 Days

1Montreal - Rimouski - Gaspe
You will leave at 06:30, and drive to Rimouski, where 
you will enjoy lunch. Afterwards, you will visit Le Grand 
Rassemblement and The Cap-Chat Wind Farm, which has 
76 wind turbines and an installed capacity of 57MW. We will 
drive through Gaspe Island and to the town at the opposite 
end. Hotel: Adams Hotel  or similar. 

2Forillon National Park  - Perce - Campbellton
After breakfast, you will go visit the Forillon National Park, 
and discover the flora, the geological formations, and the 
astonishing fauna of this land replete with natural riches. 
Afterwards you will drive to Perce. Upon arrival, you will 
embark on a cruise to Bonaventure Island. During the one 
hour boat tour, you will have the chance to see birds, seals, 
the Rocks and you might even see a whale! You will then 
get off onto the Bonaventure Island to enjoy bird watching. 
Then you will leave for Campbellton and stay at the Howard 
Johson hotel or similar.

3Shediac - Hopewell Rocks - Moncton 
You will go through the Acadian Coastal Drive to the 
Bouctouche Bay Irving Eco-Centre, which is one of the few 
remaining great sand dunes on the northeastern coast of North 
America. You may take a walk on the 1.8 km long boardwalk 
to discover its diverse plants, animals & birds. You will then 
go to the Lobster Capital of the World - Shediac. After lunch, 
you will drive to the Hopewell Rocks in New Brunswick,
